The cooperation between SMHI, Swedish Meteorological and Hydrological Instititute and
SNRA, Swedish National Road Administration, has continued for many years. The latest years
the goal has been to create one PC-based system were all meteorological information and all
forecasts are visulized for the user. This paper will describe the products availible in the
Windows based system today and which we are planning to produce tomorrow. There will also
be a short presentation of the meteorological training program for the supervising maintenance
staff which is nesessary to understand all information and how to use it. To obtain an optimal
system for the organisation of road maintenance it is necessary to have an appropiate mix of
meteorological forecasts for planning the activities and meteorological information to follow
the present weather, for instance road weather station data, radar images and satellite data. The
technical system and the way how the road maintenance staff are organized and use the
informtion will be presented i two other papers by Mr Eriksson and Mr Fridh, SNRA.
